GPS more, and I subse-
quently joined. It was a good 
move. Their journal is now 
about my favorite monthly 
philatelic publication. It is 
almost 50 pages, and it re-
cently went to an all-color 
edition.  

Given my interest in The 
Great War, and anything to 
do with 20th Century history, 
this journal fits many bills. It 
is the best single source for 
my 1914-1918 topical col-
lection. While I have identi-
fied stamps to add to my 
collection through the publi-
cation, it has been the back-
ground information related 
to a stamp, history of the 
period, or postal history that 
has taken me to the next 

Recall that little child at the 
dinner table who is not inter-
ested in eating. Perhaps he is 
not hungry or would rather 
be outdoors with friends or 
watching TV. Instead of 
eating, he pushes the food 
around his plate, from one 
side to the other, back and 
forth, looking at the door, 
seldom taking a bite if any at 
all. Silently he is hoping that 
the food will disappear en-
tirely. Similar malaise can 
happen to your stamp appe-
tite. Is this you? Your be-
haviors are similar where 
you move your “stuff” 
around in your stockbooks 
and albums, and then from 
glassines to boxes to stock-
sheets and back. There’s just 

no satisfaction, no appetite 
at all.... 

Your discontent may be 
more than simply acquiring 
additional stamps. You may 
need a new or related col-
lecting area or some greater 
depth in what you already 
have. Is there a cure? If so, 
what can you do about it?  

Turn to the literature. Re-
sponding to an article in 
Linn’s from The Germany 
Philatelic Society (GPS), I 
ordered a sample copy of the 
German Postal Specialist 
which had an illustrated arti-
cle about Volkswagens on 
stamps for my son who 
loved “The Beetle.” The 
editor suggested I explore 
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Stamp Challenge: 

Recycle old calendars & stamp 
doubles with clear dates on 
them. Find one for each day.
