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Lancaster’s Locher Drug Store —

Rheumatic Remedy Manufacturer

Some of us remember (from the 1950s) the Locher Cut
Rate Drug Stores at 38 8. Queen and 38 N. Queen Street.
Possibly some may even remember an older location at 44
E. King Street in the 1940s, but there’s no one about who
remembers the Locher Drug Store was at 9 E. King Street
An old rule of thumb was that the closer to the Square, the
more expensive the real estate and you couldn’t locate
much closer to foot traffic than a few doors from Penn
Square and in the same block as the Court House.

A handful of postal cards addressed to Lochers help sub-
stantiate the extent of the company’s business in 1914. We
show a card mailed Dec. 28, 1914 from a wholesaler - the
Milwaukee Drug Co. It requests that Lochers send 1/12
doz. Rheumatic Remedy 35¢ to J.A. Meller Drug Co., Bos-
cobel, Wis. In the lower left corner a Locher employee
(OF) has noted Dec. 30/14. 1 Bot (tle) was shipped.

This is just one of a dozen cards covering the last quarter of
1914 that we’ve uncovered. Many orders from wholesalers
as well as other retail drug stores were for just one bottle.
Can you imagine the bookkeeping involved for a 35¢ item
since these were postal card orders and offered no way to
enclose payment? Doubtless they wanted a sample o try -
for themselves, or a family member? But there were a few
larger orders. The Orr, Brown & Price Co., Columbus, OH
ordered 3 doz., D. L. Miller & Co. of Waynesboro, PA
ordered 9 dz., and from Harrisburg, PA Carrie J. Diffen-
derfer’s Sept. 7 order - Please ship 1 gross of Rheumatic
remedy to Shoemaker & Busch 511-515 Arch St., Phila-
delphia. Pa as soon as possible. She addressed her card to
Mr. Lincoln. At the time (and for decades later) 1. Lincoln
Wenger was manager of Lochers Drug Store.

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Urban’s Lancaster

1t would be entirely false to attribute all of the architecture
of Lancaster City to C. Emlen Urban (1863-939). After all,
the city was nearly 150 years old when young Urban put
his designs on Lancaster’s with his first major commission,
the Southern Market, in 1888. Nearly fifty specific build-
ings in and around the city bear his signature and another
100 or more residences, though not specifically attributed
to him, are likely his work.

In 2009 a little 52-page book describing Emlen Urban’s
work was published by the City of Lancaster. If you’re for-
tunate enough to find one (it contains 61 illustrations) you
can read about the singular achievements of this talented
man and his accomplishments. Or you can search through
your Lancaster posteard collection and find many of the
views we’ve gathered on these two pages.

Masonic Hall (now The Heritage Center) was built in 1795.
