UNION STOCK YARD POSTCARDS

of Lancaster,Pennsylvania

"Union Stock Yards, largest East of Chi-
cago"” appears on the two most often seen
PCs (Curt Teich) and it wasn't far from the
ruth.It was the truth and so was Lancaster
Jounty, PA. "The Garden Spot of the World".
And here's the agri-connection:The early
Swiss-German settlers were experienced far-
mers and they discovered the excellent soil
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in our limestone valleys.

Corn became a major crop for their live-
stock and the surplus livestock had to be
sold.Five day drives and the cattle were at

‘the Philadelphia market.(The lucky boys who

made the drives in 1876 spent an extra day
at the Centennial Exposition.)

Lancaster City was always
the hub of marketing and the
railroad soon became a major
player in the livestock market,
By 1868 and soon after, there
were three stock yards on New
Holland Avenue,Park Avenue and
North Plum Streets(near the Mc-
Grann Park) - all due to the
railroad that traversed the

City.
=g The stock yards soon out-
grew their quarters so a rail-
road ‘"cut-off" was built in
1895 north of the City and the
Union Stock Yards had its
birth immediately next to the
RR,extending from the hotel at
the Lititz Pike for 20 acres
eastward towards the Ross-
mere neighborhood.

In 1922 over 7,000 rail-
road cattle cars hauled 13%
million dollars in livestock,
