Canadian Railway Postal History Chugging Along at



British North American Philatelic Society’s Website

While researching some basics about our August program, your editor initially hit a
dead wall. Several dependable websites yielded nothing of value, ranging from The
American Philatelic Society to Ebay.

In the end, a chance hit on a generic search led me to The British North American
Philatelic Society (BNAPS). It was a real find!

Dating to 1943, the organization is amazingly vigorous—the website is just hopping with
activity. In addition to many online exhibits, the BNAPS publishes about ten books a year
and has many on backlist.

There is also a journal and many area groups. Dues are only $30.

I knew of this Canadian specialty group for decades, but like so many other societies I had
never really took a good look at them. In any case, below are two books on Canadian
railway postal history the BNAPS recommends. Both appear to be very useful.

A History of Canadian R.P.0O.s, 1853-1967 by L. F. Gillam. Published by the American
Philatelic Society in 1979.

This book is organized by railway companies. It includes a short history of the
development of each railway system, a chronological history of the RPOs used on the
lines of the systems, pertinent dates and maps. Subsequent studies by many
collectors have produced updates to this information so the reader should be careful
to check information in this book where it is speculative. Nevertheless, the
speculations offer real opportunities for new RPO collectors to embark on their own
research - which is a bonus!

Catalogue of Canadian Railway Cancellations and Related Railway Postmarks including
Selected Waterway Postmarks, second edition, edited by Ross Gray. Published by BNAPS in
2015.
This catalogue is the reference for listings of postmarks, correlations with train
numbers, dates, and rarity factors. It provides a wealth of information about RPOs
and their history. For details, go to BNAPS books.
